     This compilation could all loosely be called “Salsa,” but to be specific it includes: Son (standard Salsa), Songo (a newer funkier style), Merengue, Bossanova/Soca music workout, Soul, Samba, Funk, 6/8, Rumba (Caribbean spelling denotes drum style not Spanish Rhumba) played on drum machine, and examples of using Clave-like block chords in the left hand for counterpoint rhythms in right hand solos. “Montuno” is the word for a Salsa piano or guitar part that follows percussion rules. “Clave” is the sticks (pattern) holding the rhythmic key (clave means key in Spanish).

     Clair is in pretty D Major standard 1-1-2-5 for the (A) section - chorus/hook. The last section (“Mambo”) expands the “Circle of Fifths” with pattern 4-7-3-6-2-5-1-1(7th) so the second chord of it is an E minor/C#. For simplicity it could be taught as G-G-F#-F#-Em-Em-D-D7 but for the chord worthy it is G-Em/C#-F#m-B7-Em-A7-DM-D7. The intro uses the “Rumba Clave” pattern (see graphic above) (3-4-3-2-4) in band unison, ending with a flute or other pretty melodic instrument playing relative minor (B minor) triplets leading up and ending on the unison break’s finale chord of A7.

     Son Ice is a study of “Turning Around The Clave By Adding Or Losing Two Beats.” It begins in the style Songo, with a 2-3 clave, delayed Rumba type (see graphic above for 3-2 and 2-3 clave patterns), then for the main section, at the end of a Middle-Eastern style orchestra unison riff two beats are “lost” and it shifts to 3-2 clave for the melody section. The piano and guitar montunos are never on the downbeat of this section (montuno downbeats shouldn’t be on clave 3 side downbeat). After a turnaround in a chromatic jazz arrangement there are 2 beats “lost” and it shifts back to 2-3 clave for the latter sections. The last section (the “mambo”) has horns (trumped and saxaphone) and strings (violin and guitar) building melodic phrases together. The piece ends with the same quote as the intro of the song, 
Earth Wind And Fire’s “Shining Star” chorus of: “What your life can truly be.”

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     Montuno Federicophilo demonstrates Teo’s “Freeboards” performing, two synthesizers strapped on with customized sounds (clavinet wah!). Dedicated to Carlos Federico who taught the San Francisco Bay Area Salsa Latin Jazz. He is known for his wonderful “Space Montunos” where he cheated on the Montuno (latin piano) rules, freely putting the emphasis on “wrong” sides of the pattern, and other original and inventive accents. This is Teo’s “Montunau” style—Caribbean Montuno taken back through Brazil to Nigerian High-Life, a fresh trip into rhythmic counterpoints and complimentary melodies (on newly invented instrument tonalities).

     Things Fall Apart is a basic 1-6-2-5 (in D Major) Mambo or main section, with dissonant 2-5-3-6 chords for the “bridge,” well it is to musically example things falling apart.


     Soulsa Merengue is the South American Merengue dance rhythm using funky tonalities: synthesizers featuring Teo’s “Wah Wah Sustain” on the “Floriano” (more filled in) piano parts.

     That Makes This Heaven is a classic 1-6-2-5 pattern, with a good Montuno (latin piano part) for understanding how montunos are built from scratch. “Salsa Romantica” orchestral finales or “rhythm breaks.” Lyrics about awakening to multiculturalism and appreciating the incredible beauty of diversity.

     Thought Beams is a practice of a Samba / Soca pattern on left hand keyboard anticipated and complimented by counter melodies and rhythms with the right hand. E 1-6-2-5.


     She Likes To Dance integrates 1) Soul, 2) Salsa and 3) Samba all with the same chords (A7-D7-E7-A7) in this form: 1) Story, 2) Chorus, 3) Dancing section. 


     Music Is The Solution was the name of Teo’s first band, and it is really (C minor) Soul with a World Beat feel. Period instruments and stylistic arrangement (scratches!) from early 80s. 


     Pulling My Legacy starts in a “sacred” 6/8, then becomes 4/4 Caribbean Rumba. The guitar plays a contrived fusion of Flamenco guitar Rasciado and rumba Palito (little stick part).


A minor {5-6-6-5} {1-7-6-5} Flamenco: 


     Crisp Colors is a piano solo showing (what Teo calls) “Brazilian Clave” in left hand block chords and walking bass countered with rhythmic anticipation solo phrases in the right hand.
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
